Latitude lines – distance measured north and south of the equator

Longitude lines – distance measured east and west of the Prime Meridian

North, South, East, West

· Cash Crop: growing one crop on a large plantation and exporting it for money
(Southern and Middle colonies)
· Subsistence Farming:  farming enough to feed a community but not enough to make a profit (New England)
· Plantation Economy:  (southern colonies) large farms that grow one crop
· Breadbasket Colonies: nickname for the middle colonies because they exported so much grain
· Salutary Neglect: describes the relationship between England and the colonies where they ignored each other and preferred it that way
II. REPRESENTATIVE SELF GOVERNMENTS:

· The Mayflower Compact: rep. government of the Pilgrims in Massachusetts
· House of Burgesses:  1st rep. government in the colonies (Virginia)
· Fundamental Orders of Connecticut:  rep. government in Connecticut – limited the power of the leaders
III. What is the difference between a slave and an indentured servant?
Slave – no rights
Indentured servant – a person who works for a set number of years in exchange for paid passage to America
IV. What was the first English settlement and how did it survive?
Jamestown, Virginia 1607 – learned to grow tobacco
V. Freedom of Religion and freedom of press in the colonies:

· John Peter Zenger: freedom of the press (New York)
· Pilgrims: freedom of religion (Massachusetts)
· Puritans:  freedom of religion (Massachusetts)
· Quakers:  freedom of religion (Pennsylvania)
· Who founded each of the following colonies?

· Plymouth: Pilgrims – religious freedom
· Pennsylvania: William Penn -Quakers – religious freedom
· New York:  Peter Stuyvesant -Dutch – trade and business
· Massachusetts:   John Winthrop - Puritans – religious freedom
· Georgia:  James Oglethorpe – debtors – economic freedom
· What is mercantilism?  The economic idea that colonies exist to benefit the mother country
· What were the Navigation Acts?  Laws to ensure that England profited off the colonies
Causes of the American Revolution
How did the French and Indian War cause tension between Great Britain and the colonies?  England was in debt from the war and began taxing the colonies


Taxation without Representation

Describe each of the following laws or events and explain how it led to war:

· Stamp Act:  Taxed all paper products and legal documents
· Tea Act:  allowed the British East India Co. to sell tea directly to the colonists, bypassing the colonial merchants
· Sugar Act:  tax on molasses
· Townshend Act: taxed glass, paper, paint, lead, tea – all were eventually repealed except tax on tea
· Quartering Act: required colonists to house British soldiers – violation of basic rights
· Intolerable Acts:  laws passed to punish Massachusetts for the Boston Tea Party
1- Closed the port of Boston
2- One town meeting per year

3- A new quartering act

4- British officer had trials in England

· Boston Tea Party:  colonial protest to the Tea Act – colonists dressed as Native Americans and dumped tea in the harbor
· Writs of Assistance:  allowed British officers to search a ships cargo without a reason – violation of their basic rights
· Boston Massacre: shooting of 5 colonists by British soldiers
What does “No taxation without representation” mean? Colonists were being taxed without having representation in the English Parliament
Who were the Sons and Daughters of Liberty? What did they do to protest British actions?  Groups who protested British actions and policies
What were the main ideas expressed in the Declaration of Independence and why was it written?  
All men are created equal


People are born with unalienable rights – life, liberty, pursuit of happiness



Governments are created by people to protect out basic rights


If a government doesn’t protect these rights, get a new government

The American Revolution

What was “the shot heard ‘round the world” and where did it take place?

The start of the revolution – Battles of Lexington and Concord

Identify each group:

· Loyalists:  colonists who remained loyal to England
· Patriots:  colonists who supported a war for independence
· Minutemen: colonial militia ready to fight in a minutes notice
· Redcoats: British soldiers
· Hessians: German soldiers hired to fight for the British
What was the significance of each of the following battles?

· Lexington and Concord: Started the Revolution
· Bunker Hill:  Americans were outnumbered and low on ammo.  Col. Prescott said “Hold you fire until you see the whites of their eyes.”  Americans lost but fought better.  Proved they would be tough to beat
· Saratoga:  turning point of the war – US gained foreign allies
· Yorktown:  final battle of the revolution – British surrender
How did foreign aid help the Americans win the war?

The French fleet blocked the British by sea forcing Cornwallis to surrender and ending the war.
What did the Treaty of Paris of 1783 do?
Ended the American Revolution
Forced England to recognize the U.S. as an independent nation
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
